The UW Student Health Insurance Plan (SHIP) terminated on September 19, 2014 and will not be offered to
students, who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents, after this date. Under The Affordable Care Act, starting
January 1, 2014, most Americans will be required to have health insurance or pay a penalty. This is called "The
Individual Mandate."

Total estimated costs to attend the University of Washington for one academic year with full-time credit load each quarter
(Autumn 2020, Winter 2021, Spring 2021):

First year, add $3,000, if you need to buy a computer and software.

BLA, Resident (In-State) (lives with relatives): $11,745 + $8,711 = $20,456, plus health care
BLA, Resident (In-State) (pays rent): $11,745 + $17,924 = $29,669, plus health care
BLA, Non-Resident (Out-of-State): $39,114 + $17,924 = $57,038, plus health care

MLA, Resident (In-State) (lives with relatives): $17,550+ $9,269 = $26,819, plus health care
MLA, Resident (In-State) (pays rent): $17,550 + $22,127 = $39,677, plus health care
MLA, Non-Resident (Out-of-State): $30,380 + $23,041 = $53,421, plus health care

The Master of Landscape Architecture Program is 70% female and 30% male. (86 MLA Students)
The Bachelor of Landscape Architecture Program is 66% female and 34% male. (32 BLA Students)

LENGTH OF PROGRAM

Bachelor of Landscape Architecture program is offered as a five academic-year degree or a four academic-year plus
summer quarter between the third and fourth years. Pre-requisite and General Education requirements need to be
fulfilled before starting the BLA major, in the third year of undergraduate studies, if doing the seven quarter BLA program.

ADMISSION, GRADUATION AND RETENTION RATES

The BLA Program admitted 17 students in Autumn 2019 (usually admit 15-18).

The MLA | Program admitted 16 students in Autumn 2019

The MLA Il Program admitted 12 students in Autumn 2019 to join the previous 19 students (that were MLA | students
upon entering), so 31 total in this class.

The BLA Program graduated 20 students in Spring 2019.
The MLA Program graduated 25 students in Spring 2019. Of these 25, 1 received a concurrent Master of Urban
Planning (MUP) and 3 received a concurrent Master of Architecture (M Arch).

There were 39 students in the BLA Program (Autumn 2018).
There were 92 students in the MLA Program (Autumn 2018).

There are 33 students in the BLA Program (Autumn 2019).
There are 86 students in the MLA Program (Autumn 2019).

In the past fourteen years (2006-2020), the BLA Program has graduated 254 students.
In the past fourteen years (2006-2020), the MLA Program has graduated 339 students.
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
